Daily Grade Rubric
The students Daily Grade will equal 20 points per day = 100 per week. The student may lose points each day for:
Being Tardy or not in the correct spot when the bell rings=  - 5

No pencil=  - 5

Gum=  - 15

Talking during rehearsal=  - 15

Off the risers without permission=  - 15
Lost folder= - 20 per day the folder is lost

Failure to participate in Sight-Reading= -15

Failure to participate in Repertoire Rehearsal= -15
All Formative Grades will be as follows:

· Daily Choir Grade (rubric located in the previous section)
· Sight Reading Quizzes - students will read a line of music they have never seen, heard or sang before.
· Quartet Rep Quiz - 4 students at a time will sing the music we have been working on.
All Summative Grades will be as follows:

· Sight-Reading Tests- these tests will be either written or performance based during the class period. 

· Every Concert will count as a summative grade. 
If a student fails to attend the concert without written notice he/she will earn a 0% for their grade. 

According to school board policy (see Administrator’s Procedure Manual VII-C, pg. 1) concerts are co-curricular and therefore graded activities.  Concerts, according to district policy, are assigned 0% for non-attendance unless excuses are provided as outlined in the student handbook on page 3 (KISD Website) and on page 26 (Yellow student handbook).  
PLEASE give me written notice 24 HOURS prior to the performance if the student is going to be absent for an EXCUSED absence. 
Make-Up Concert Grade Policy for Excused Absences Only

     If a student has an excused absence from a concert, they may make up the grade according to the following:

1. The student must set up a time before school 7:30 am or after school 3:40 pm within 5 business days of the concert. Failure to do so will result in a 0%.
2. The student will watch the concert on video, and sing with their choir during that time.  They will be graded on their knowledge and participation of their concert music.  

The highest grade possible will be 80%. 

Please remember, if the student does not have an excused absence from the concert they will not be able to make it up.
